Course info

The Course consists of 3 main parts: namely

1. Theory course - Online and Handbook with tutor support
2. Portfolio of Experience - Completed Online with tutor support
3. Final Written exam and professional discussion exam

1. Theory Course

12 monthly online modules that can be completed any time within the month (not
on set dates), textbook and revision book supplied, 350 plus page bespoke
handbook supplied, assigned tutor and 7 days a week support as well as com-
munity support from other members of your group and the course director.

2. Portfolio Of Experience (POE)

A Portfolio Of Experience must be completed as a large part of this course in or-
der for you to be entered for the examinations. This is a portfolio of evidence
showing your competence to perform the required tasks of a dental nurse. The
portfolio of experience has to be completed but you do not get a grade as such
for it, your pass/fail depends on the exams at the end of the course. A summary

3. Exams

Part 1 - 90 minute multiple choice exam consisting of 75 multiple choice ques-
tions, this is taken online on a platform called MaxExam and you will have a mock
exam and practice session beforehand

Part 2 - 55 minute Professional Discussion with 5-10 minutes initial prep time.
This is an online Zoom based discussion around the 9 principles of dental nursing
as set out in the GDC documentation and will typically include discussion of po-
tential scenarios etc. Part 1 needs to be passed to progress to part 2.

4. Extras

Our team will carry out a zoom/online based induction and will devise a bespoke
learning plan with you once you get started on the course. We have set the
course up to offer the upmost support, drop in and revision sessions, mock ex-
ams and loads more with the aim to give you the best learning experience we can
and get you through the final NEBDN exams.

The course fee for 2026/2027 enrolments is £2200 which includes one exam-
ination fee (Usually £525). Fees are payable in advance or we have a pay
monthly option to spread the payments over 12 months. The monthly pay-
ment fee consists of a £800 deposit followed by 12 monthly payments of
£125. Fees are non-refundable

You will be asked for payment by credit card/debit card or invoice depending on
preference once we have received, confirmed and accepted your application. You

Please note once accepted on to the course, if you defer your entry to the follow-
ing exam there will be a £100 deferral fee for NEBDN administrative costs associ-
ated with the exam and our ROC checking.

Resit fees are £200 for the written paper and £350 for the Professional discussion
exam. You are entitled to resit the exams upto 3 times if required although our
aim is always to have everyone pass first time around.
